	Drawing with watercolour + acrylic.

Looking at experimental ways to draw with wet media, using objects collected from around the BAC site and some I have collected. We will use drawing to make a sensory exploration of found objects - touch, smell and sound.

	Week 6
	Drawing objects from home – objects that carry a story, using ink and wash + frottage to tell the story of the object through observational drawing and imagination.

	Drawing from objects continued, using different techniques.
	Materials: paper, pastels + charcoal



	Week 8
	Work on a large-scale collaborative print / drawing using contact printing or drawing processes used over the weeks – to be designed and guided by the group.
